Garlic Mustard is a species

native to Europe and Asia,

originally introduced to North

America as a medicinal and

culinary herb. It can escape from

garden plantings and invade

natural habitats where it

supresses native vegetation.

Therefore, it is listed as a

prohibited noxious weed in the

Alberta Weed Control Act. Mill

Creek is the only known location

in Edmonton where this alien

species occurs.

to act now and eradicate this

infestation!
