What is an academic centre?
An academic centre is for students who are in their fourth and 

fifth year of high school and require an alternative way of 
finishing high school or need to upgrade grade 12 courses. For 

example, English Language Learner students (Level 1-5), 
pregnant and parenting teens working on a high school diploma.
