Proposed Zoning Changes

A key way to implement the policies of the plans is with the application
of custom zoning or Direct Development Control Provisions (DC1s).
Three draft DC1s have been prepared:

The Strathcona Junction DC1 would apply to Area 1 on the plan’s future
land use map. It proposes a broad range of allowable uses, including
industrial, commercial, entertainment and recreation uses as well as
Live Work Units. It also contains built form and streetscaping
requirements to ensure that redevelopment is more pedestrian
oriented and urban in its format.

There are two proposed DC1s for the Strathcona ARP. Both would allow
for pedestrian commercial shopping as the primary use. One is for the
area west of the CP freight yard that is being added to the Whyte
Avenue Commercial Area of the ARP. It contains built form and
streetscaping requirements. The second DC1 is for properties fronting
onto 81 Avenue, between 102 and 100 Streets. It would ensure that
future development is compatible with the scale and character of
buildings with historic false fronts.
