FORT EDMONTON PARK IN OFF-SEASON

Fort Edmonton Park is closed to the visiting public from the

end of September to Victoria Day weekend. Only education
programs and rentals are permitted onsite during this time. You
may not explore the park without a staff member during this
time due to safety and security concerns.

LUNCH SPACES AND FOOD ONSITE

Fort Edmonton Park has specific guidelines for food services.
