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How to complete the Edmonton Household Travel Survey

Why was my house 
selected?

Your household was randomly 
selected from within the City 
of Edmonton and surround-

ing region. Of the households 
invited to participate, 70% are 
in Edmonton and 30% are in the 

surrounding region.

There are three forms to com-
plete in the Edmonton Household 
Travel Survey. Together these are 
the core pieces of information 
that we need so that we can 
plan for the travel demands for 
the city, both now and in the 
future.

Form A - Household Information
Each household must complete 
Form A. It provides detailed in-
formation about the household, 
including number of people and 
vehicles.

Form B - Personal Information
Each person in the household 
must complete this form. This 
form asks for basic information 
about the person, including the 
main and secondary activities 
that the person will do each day, 
such as work or school. Also, the 
regular mode of travel to these 
locations is needed. 

Form C - Travel Diary
On your assigned travel day, we 
need detailed information on 
what you did that day. Please 
be sure to include  times and 
locations for all the things that 
you did, such as when you get 
up in the morning, go to work, 
travel home and so on. Part 2 
has additional details about trav-
el between activities, including 
mode of travel as well as parking 
and transit route information.

This booklets contains important 
instructions on how to accurate-
ly complete your travel diary. 
Here are some basics about the 
Edmonton Household Travel 
Survey:

Assigned Travel Day
The Edmonton Household Travel 
Survey covers a 24 hour period 
on an assigned survey day during 
the week of December 3 to 9, 
2014. Your assigned day is indi-
cated on the cover of this guide-
book.

The Edmonton Household Travel 
Survey is a regional travel sur-
vey that includes the following 
towns and counties:

What is a Travel 
Survey Diary? 
This is the tool you will use to 
record all of your activities and 
travel during a 24-hour period 
- your assigned travel day. Infor-
mation requested in the diary 
is important to properly under-
stand travel patterns.

Why use a diary?
Keeping the diary with you will 
allow you to record each activity 
as it occurs and helps to reduce 
the chance of forgetting any ac-
tivities or travel on the assigned 
survey day. It is important that the 
data collected is as accurate as 
possible.

Who fills out the Travel and 
Activity Diary?  
Each member of your household 
should fill out the Travel and Ac-
tivity Diary, Forms B and C, for the 
24-hour period of your assigned 
survey day. Travel should be re-
corded even if you are traveling 
with another member of the 
household; this also applies to 
household members who are un-
able to fill out their own diary (ex. 
babies and toddlers). 
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Number of Persons in House-
hold, at Home on Assigned 
Travel Day and Visitors
A household consists of the 
entire group of persons who live 
in one dwelling unit and share a 
kitchen. Please provide the num-
ber of people who usually live in 
your household.

For your survey, you have been 
assigned a travel day (see front 
of Guidebook). In this box, write 
the number of people in your 
household who were at home 
at the start of the travel day. 
Please also provide the number 
of visitors (if any) that you had 
staying with you. Visitors do not 
need to complete travel diaries.

How to complete Form A

Type of Dwelling
This describes the physical 
structure of your dwelling unit. A 
dwelling unit could be a  house, 
apartment or basement suite, 
townhouse, duplex, or mobile 
home, and so on. Please choose 
from the list provided that best 
describes the type of dwelling 
unit.

Vehicles
Please only include registered 
private motor vehicles, such as 
cars, vans, trucks, or motor-
cycles. Please do not include 
any recreational vehicles, such 
as  quads, snow mobiles, dirt 
bikes or motor homes. Also, if 
you collect vehicles, such as 
classic cars, you do not need to 
list these vehicles on this form. 
If you have more than 5 vehi-
cles, please provide the details 
for those additional vehicles by 
printing an extra copy of Form A 
available at
edmonton.ca/travelsurvey.

Why we need this information:
Air quality and the emissions 
that vehicles produce are im-
portant issues in transportation 
planning.  Information on the 
make, model, and year of your 
vehicle(s) as well as the fuel 
type will allow for the develop-
ment of accurate estimates of 
vehicle emissions in Edmonton 
and the region.

How will my per-
sonal information 

be protected? 

All personal information is 
protected under Provincial 

Law and none of your person-
al information will be made 

public. Only summarized 
results are ever reported.

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This form is the travel diary that 
allows each person to record 
their activities on their assigned 
travel day beginning at 4:00 am 
on the assigned travel day and 
ending at 4:00 am the next day. 
Multiple sheets will be required 
as the travel day can be made up 
of 20 or more activities. If your 
travel day requires more space 
to describe all activities, please 
print out extra forms available at 
edmonton.ca/travelsurvey. 

Activities
The basic recording unit of the 
travel diary is an ‘activity’. This 
is something that you do for a 
specific time, with a beginning 
and an end. The activities should 
follow each other in order, for 
example, the end time of an ac-
tivity should be carried forward 
to be the start time of the next 
activity.

Why we need this information: 
Transportation planning involves 
understanding the types of activ-
ities that cause people to trav-
el.  In addition to understanding 
what trips people make, it is also 
important to understand what

How to complete Form C Part 1 and 2

people are doing – and when 
and where they are doing these 
activities and who they do these 
activities with.  For example, 
we can look at whether changing 
technology has led to a shift in 
transportation patterns, such as 
more people working at home or 
shopping at home.

Activity Codes
The activity codes provided for 
you to complete the diary are 
based on common daily activ-
ities. We do not need you to 
provide specific details about 
any in-home activities or activ-
ities beyond what is included in 
the list of Activity Codes. House-
hold members who are out of 
town for the assigned travel day, 
should enter activity code “25”.

Travel Activities
A “travel activity” is one that 
moves you from one address 
location to another.  These re-
quire you to complete additional 
information in Form C Part 2. For 
example, if you leave one build-
ing and walk across the street 
into a different building, you 
should record this as one trav-

el activity.  If, however, you go 
from the 25th floor of a building 
to the 2nd floor of the same 
building, you are at the same 
address location, and do not 
need to record this as a separate 
travel activity. 

Non Travel Activity Location
For activities that do not involve 
traveling between two locations, 
we require you to record the lo-
cation of that activity. That will 
allow us to better understand 
the locations around Edmonton 
and the region that will have 
demand for increased travel in 
the future.  Please note, there is 
no need to report anything that 
happens outside of the region on 
the assigned day.
