HIGHLIGHTS

« Traffic volumes are projected to grow from 15,000 to over 30,000 vehicles per day as the
corridor develops and population grows in the Capital Region.

« 34 Street is a heavily used commuter route during peak hours which results in delays.
e The roadway will be upgraded to two or three lanes for both north and southbound traffic.
o Intersections will be improved and will include turning lanes and signals where required.

o Traffic, access, and safety aspects of the roadway will be reviewed.
