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LOCAL IMPROVEMENTS
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Local Improvements

Two types involved with neighbourhood reconstruction:

City initiated
e City proposes improvement and advises property
owners of improvement and projected costs.

e.g. Sidewalk reconstruction

Property owner requested
e Property owners propose improvement through an
Expression of Interest (EOI) and gather support for it.
e.g. Decorative streetlights
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e City and property
owners share
costs (50/50) of
sidewalk
reconstruction
adjacent to the
property.




Sidewalk Reconstruction

e The current 2015 residential Local Improvement rates are:
e $212.79/m of lot frontage for one time payment, or
e $16.05/m of lot frontage amortized over 20 years.

e For example, a typical 15.24m (50 ft.) frontage would be:

e $3,242.92 one-time cash payment to the City, or
e $244.61/year for 20 years amortized on property taxes.
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e |s done by project area.

e A map of project area is provided
with Local Improvement Notice.

e If50 % + 1 of property owners in
any given project area petition
against the local improvement, it
IS defeated.







Property owner initiated local improvement:

Decorative Street Lighting

Type selected by Jul 2, 2015; otherwise
standard LED streetlights only.

City sends an Expression of Interest
(E.O.l.) package to the community by

sep 1, 2015.

Signed Expression of Interest form to be
received by City by Nov 16, 2015.

Must have 50% +1 support from all
neighbourhood property owners agreeing
to pay the additional cost of decorative
lighting above standard streetlights.




Decorative Street Blades

e Communities that opt for decorative streetlights also have
the choice to add decorative street blades at no cost.

e Blade options will be included with the decorative
streetlight package.
