Area 3: 121 St and 124 St
between Stony Plain Rd
and 106 Ave

e Mixture of land uses
ranging from mid-density
housing to commercial
and businesses buildings.

e Wide road widths.

e Four design ideas.




Area 4: Jasper Avenue & 125 St

e Jasper Avenue west of 124 St
and 125 St south of 102 Ave
operate as two short two-way
links of traffic.

e Four design ideas.

Construction Staging

e Staged over three years (2015-17)

e Ultimate staging dependant on weather conditions,
coordination with utilities, and unforeseen design
and construction issues.

e To create minimal disturbance for students,
construction activities around the schools will be
scheduled during the summer months.
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LOCAL IMPROVEMENTS
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Local Improvements

Two types involved with neighbourhood reconstruction:
City initiated
e City proposes improvement and advises property
owners of improvement and projected costs.
e.g. Sidewalk reconstruction
Property owner requested
e Property owners propose improvement through an
Expression of Interest (EOI) and gather support for it
e.g. Decorative streetlights
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e The City and property owner
share costs (50/50) of
sidewalk reconstruction
adjacent to the owner’s
property

e Current 2014 Residential
Local Improvement rates are
about $198.28/m of lot
frontage (2015 rates to be
determined)
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Sidewalk Reconstruction

e A typical 50ft (15.24m) frontage would be (2014 rates):

e $3,021.79 one-time cash payment to the City
OR
e $235.31/year for 20 years amortized on your property taxes
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e Done by project area

e Map of project area provided with
Local Improvement Notice

e |f 51% of property owners in any
given project area petition against
the local improvement, it is
defeated
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Decorative Street Lighting

Property owner requested Local Improvement

e Type selected by July 2, 2014
e otherwise standard LED streetlights only

e City presents an Expression of Interest (EOI)
package to community on:

e Sept 2, 2014
e Signed petition to be received by City by:
e Nov 17, 2014
e Must have >50% support from the
neighbourhood property owners to agree to

pay the additional costs for decorative
lighting beyond standard streetlights
