The LAP Annual Program is valid for one year from issue date and provides 
free unlimited access to participating facilities and discounts on registered 
programs (daycamps, art classes, swimming lessons etc).

• You have an income below the low income threshold
• You are a recently landed immigrant or refugee
• You are not a full-time student at University of Alberta, NAIT or 

MacEwan University, unless you have children

MONTHLY PASS

The LAP Monthly Pass provides 
discounted opportunities to 
participating facilities, including 
drop-in and instructor-led programs. 
Individual passes are $20/month 
and family passes are $70/month.
You may qualify for the LAP 
Monthly Pass if:

• You have an income near the 
low income threshold

Note: If you have an income below Edmonton Transit Service’s (ETS’) Ride program’s low income threshold, you may 
also qualify for the Ride Transit pass. Ride Transit is ETS’ low income program that offers monthly passes to eligible 
Edmontonians for $35/month. You do not need to submit a separate application to apply for Ride Transit. Learn more 
at edmonton.ca/ridetransit.

In order to ensure your child takes full advantage of the

Pick-up and drop-off times

Full day camps: These daycamps run from 9 am - 4 pm. 

Early drop-off is available as early as 8 am and late pick-up 

is available until 5 pm.

Half day camps: Some of these daycamps run in the 

morning and some in the afternoon. They might offer an 

early drop-off or late pick-up option. Please refer to camp 

description for details. 

Age

Participants enrolled in camps must be the age of the 

specific camp by the session start date.

Staff Qualifications

Our staff have completed extensive training and are 

qualified in First Aid/CPR and have passed a Police 

Security Clearance.

Inclusion and Medical Forms

The City of Edmonton welcomes children of all abilities and 

is committed to the inclusion of individuals with disabilities 

in our camps. In order for us to plan more effectively, please 

indicate what, if any, supports or accommodations are required 

to ensure successful participation in our programming. We want 

to work together, along with other community organizations 

as needed, to ensure a positive and fun experience. Children who 

require additional assistance are welcome to bring an aide. 

Aides can attend at no additional cost when assisting 

an individual to attend our facilities, services or programs.

Our Inclusion Coordinator will call you and e-mail medical 

forms for you to complete. It is important we receive the 

forms at least two weeks prior to the start of camp so that 

staff are able to provide appropriate support to your child. 

If you have not received a call from the Inclusion Coordinator 

before camp begins, please call 780-496-2979.

Cancellation Policy

A full refund will be issued if the camp is cancelled by the 

City of Edmonton due to low number of registrations. 

Withdrawals or transfers are permitted without penalty up 

to 15 days prior to the camp start date. A $10 administration 

fee will apply if a withdrawal or transfer is requested 15 days 

or less prior to the program start date. If the camp has 

started, a $10 administration fee will apply, and a prorated 

balance of the program fee will be refunded.

Weather Policy

All camps include outdoor activities. Children should be 

prepared to participate outside in all weather and have 

appropriate protection and clothing, such as warm layers, 

waterproof layers (raincoat), sunscreen, hat, rain boots, 

sunglasses, etc. 

Outdoor activities may be cancelled due to intense weather. 

Activities may not be rescheduled. If there is severe 

weather, parents/guardians may be contacted to pick-up 

their child. 

Withdrawal Policy

The City of Edmonton reserves the right to withdraw 

any student or parent who fails to comply with the rules 

and regulations, or who engages in any activity deemed 

contrary to the fulfillment of the City of Edmonton camp 

objectives.
