Canada.

e 1In 2021, 40.3% of the general population of Edmonton identified as a visible minority, the
4th highest in Alberta, up by 10.8% in the previous five years.

e Nearly 90,000 Indigenous people live in Edmonton, about 6% of the population, but
approximately 57% of unhoused people in Edmonton identify as Indigenous.

Edmonton?

e The proportion of Indigenous people experiencing homelessness in Edmonton is
incredibly high. What will your party do to address this?
