Through the Exploring Options and Tradeoffs stage of the

process, we are having conversations about the benefits and
tradeoffs of potential options. We will use the feedback from these
conversations to identify what the community, as a whole, deems
important to maintain and what is flexible when making changes
within the Neighbourhood Renewal design.

What are tradeoffs?
A tradeoff is when adding something new to an existing space, we

need to decide between one factor or another in order to make it fit.

Example: When adding missing links of sidewalk into the design,
we need your input to help decide how these connections can be
accommodated. Options to fit in the missing sidewalk are:

+ Tonarrow the width of someroads

+ Turntheroadinto a one-way direction of traffic
+ Remove on-street parking

+ Remove existing trees

Before making a decision, we will ask what the neighbourhood's
priority is for these types of situations.

Decision Making Process

City policies and programs such as the Complete Streets Design

and Construction Standards, Safe Mobility Strategy and Winter City
Strategy provide the overall direction for Neighbourhood Renewal
designs. As each neighbourhood is unique, the Project Team asks for
input from residents who live, work and play in the neighbourhood
and considers technical aspects such as roadway widths and
conflicts with utilities and trees to determine what will fitin the
neighbourhood.

This process helps to ensure that the decisions we make are
fiscally responsible, align with best practices, consider the existing
public and private infrastructure, land uses and activities in the
neighbourhood and result in the best outcomes for our city.
