Scenarios Development Begins

onto Scenario Development. Using the input
gathered from the public, stakeholders and
industry, the Project Team is now taking a deeper
look at the potential mixes of land uses for the
site and changes to surrounding infrastructure to
create different land use scenarios for the site.
